Find a nice sunny spot, which gets 6-8 hours of sun a day and locate your garden
there. It must be well drained, as veggie roots do not like to be soggy. April Zoom
meeting was held a week later than usual, on Monday April 12th at 8 pm. 7
members attended our meeting. Peas like the cooler weather and should be planted
outside now. Their crop will be harvested by end of July.

Indoor seeds should already be planted but if they’re not, now is a good time. There
is still time to plant seeds. Plant outdoors after the last average frost date, which is
Mid April for the Connecticut coastline. BTW we are hardness zone 7A.
